I personally challenged the children throughout the term to find 
natural resources around the Forest School Site that they could use 
to start their own Mini Fires, We discussed the importance of safety, 
the kneeling position and how to approach a fire safely. We spoke 
about the Fire Triangle and the elements needed to keep a fire a 
light, we also went on to discuss the positives and negatives of a fire, 
for example a fire is great for cooking, for socialising and for 
providing us with heat, we then looked at the negatives like the 
smoke, the dangers of a fire spreading and what we can do to 
protect ourselves.
